Welcome to Chappell Hillé 

Settlement at Chappell Hill dates back to 

1847, when Mary Hargrove Haller founded 

the town and named it after her grandfather, 

Robert Wooding Chappell.  

Before long, the town boasted a sawmill, a  

railroad line, Masonic Lodges, the Methodist 

Church, and two colleges. The first was the 

Chappell Hill Institute, renamed Chappell 

Hill Female College after Soule University 

was established in 1856.  

The after effects of the Civil War and  

several outbreaks of yellow fever decimated 

the small community. The Great Depression 

of 1929 unraveled the cotton-based  

agricultural economy.  

During the early days of automobile tourism, 

Chappell Hill began to revive as a tourist  

destination, and now offers year-round  

hospitality to visitors from around the globe. 

Recently it has also experienced economic 

growth related to horse and cattle ranching.  

Our historical society has a variety of  

properties that provide some of this  

hospitality. Our Rock Store, the Providence 

Baptist Church, the museumõs auditorium, 

and a parking lot all offer space to hold many 

types of events.

One of the most popular uses of our rental facilities 

is as a wedding venue. Many couples have said òI 

do.ó at the Providence Baptist Church. The church  

is quite picturesque, and is located at 5175 Main St.  

 

  

 

 

 

 

The picturesque country church setting makes for 

wonderful ambiance and wedding photographs. 

Rental fees are $350.00 plus a refundable deposit 

of $100.00. 

The Old Rock Store at 5070 Main Street is 

used for hosting receptions, meetings,  

reunions and other special occasions. Often 

those getting married in the Providence  

Baptist Church rent out the Rock store for 

their receptions.  

The Old Rock Store is $50.00 to rent with a 

$100.00 refundable deposit. 

In the case of larger weddings, some couples 

elect to use the Rock Store for the rehearsal 

dinner and then rent the Historical Museumõs 

Auditorium for the reception. The recently 

renovated auditorium  at 9220 Poplar Street 

seats approximately 150 people, and we can 

provide tables and chairs for your event. Our 

1920s stage curtain makes a charming historic 

backdrop for your special event.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

This is the auditorium set up for a wedding. Our  

museum has a kitchen that the caterers can use to 

set up food. We also host anniversary parties, 

meetings, and other important events here. 

There are a variety of caterers and event planners 

we can recommend that have years of experience 

in planning events at our facilities. The Museum 

is $750.00 to rent with a $300.00 refundable  

deposit. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

We also rent out our parking lots which can be 

used to host outdoor events or for parking for 

events in town. One is on Poplar Street directly 

behind the Historic Brandt House, and the other 

is at 5315 Main Street, next to the Chappell Hill 

Volunteer Fire Department.
